What are the activities of GMA?























     GMA: 


Transfers new knowledge and initiatives from care and environment institutes to interested stakeholders in the field in Senegal and elsewhere in Africa.


Puts together pools of experts, with focus on different topics, who generate knowledge through action learning and make this knowledge available for stakeholders.  


Initiates theme-focused meetings, interdisciplinary information-exchange meetings and seminars to enrich the expertise of specific target groups.


Connects experts from the local network with organisations and groups that ask for this.


Seeks sponsors and financiers for activities and organisation.


Stimulates research (for example research on the quality of care).


Engages experts from different areas of society and trade and industry who are (or want to be) associated with health care and environment in Africa.
